The second five-year phase of Danidaõs support to the Water Supply and Sanitation 
Sector in Bangladesh will commence in December 2005. The Programme will have three 
components, i.e., (1) a Sector Policy Support Component, (2) a Water Supply and 
Sanitation Component, and (3) a Sector Capacity Building Component.  In addition, the 
programme will support a Hygiene, Sanitation and Water Supply Project in the 
Chittagong Hill Tracts.  The programme will build on the experiences of the first phase 
and take account of lessons learned and the changing institutional, economic and 
technical settings. The development objective will be the same as also defined in the 
National Policy for Safe Drinking Water Supply and Sanitation 1998, i.e., To contribute to 
poverty reduction through improved standard of public health and an improved, sustainable environment. 
The immediate objectives are: 

1. To improve hygiene behaviour and practices. 
2. To promote community-led sanitation activities. 
3. To increase the coverage of safe water supply services for the poor. 
4. To strengthen the capacity of government, local government institutions and non-government 

stakeholders at all levels to play the roles required to achieve the above three immediate objectives. 
5. To promote greater devolution of administrative and financial authority to local government 

institutions. 
The programme combines: (i) support to the development of an effective national policy 
and planning environment; (ii) field level implementation of water and sanitation services 
through Local Government Institutions and NGOs and (iii) institutional capacity 
building for provision of water supply, sanitation and hygiene promotion services
